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Janice “Jan” M. Campbell, a founding member of the Scottish Society of Central California and wife of SSCC’s Second Chief, Truman Campbell, 
died Friday, 29 February 2008 in Fresno. She was 79. 
 Jan was born May 15, 1928 in Portland, Ore. to August & Marjorie Muenter. The family later moved to Fresno, where Jan attended Bullard 
Grammar School — and where she met Truman Campbell. 
 Later she attended the University of California, Berkeley, and then Hastings College of the Law in San Francisco. While she was at Hastings, 
she and Truman were married in 1948. They lived in San Francisco until Truman passed the California Bar Exam, and eventually found their way 
back to Fresno. 
 Jan and Truman traveled extensively as Shriners and for their involvement with Republican Party affairs, as well as visiting every US state, 
country and continent worldwide in their 59 years of marriage. Jan often co-piloted the Bonanza plane they flew. She loved their homes at Pebble 
Beach and Shaver Lake. She loved bridge, was an avid reader and never met a crossword puzzle she couldn’t conquer. Jan also loved to snow & 
water ski, among her other varied interests. 
 Jan was predeceased by her parents; her grandmother; and grandfather, the Hon. [State] Senator H.B. Harris; and a brother. 
 She is survived by Truman; and their daughters, Kathleen Divelbias and her husband Bruce; Laurie Anhorn; and Robin Rotert and her husband 
Bill; three grandsons, four granddaughters, and one great-granddaughter.

 Tennant also acted with the 7:84 Theatre 
Company, a ground-breaking genre-bending,  
Scottish political theatre group; he won the 
Critic’s Award for Best Male Performance in 
Scotland for his role as Jimmy Porter in "Look 
Back in Anger" [2005]. But perhaps most 
importantly, Tennant also appeared in “Harry 
Potter and the Goblet of Fire”.

Doctor Who Exhibit Will Come to Glasgow in 2009 
In related news, it’s been announced that a major exhibition cele-
brating the TV series “Doctor Who” will come to Scotland in 2009, 
housed in Glasgow's Kelvingrove Museum from March through to 
year's end. The show will feature many of the props and costumes 
from the most recent [segments], including the Doctor's famous 
transport, the Tardis [seen above]. 
       A host of the Doctor's frightening intergalactic adversaries - the 
Daleks, Cybermen and Autons - will form part of the exhibit alongside 
Slitheen, Oods and the ever-faithful K9. 
 Bailie Liz Cameron, chair of Culture and Sport Glasgow, said: "I 
am sure ‘Doctor Who’ will inspire the next generation of visitors to 
Glasgow Museums.  
 "Because it is the only Scottish destination for the “Doctor Who“ 
exhibition, we look forward to welcoming visitors to Kelvingrove from 
all over Scotland and beyond." 
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A parade through the streets of New York marked of a week of 
events celebrating Scottish and Scottish-American c ulture.  
 April 5th’s 10th annual Tartan Day parade brought together pipe 
bands and Scottish enthusiasts from around the world, and included 
endorsements from all  three leading US Presidential candidates. 
 McCain, who will be the Republican candidate in the US 
presidential elections at the end of the year, said he was "honoured" 

to commemorate America's longstanding ties with Scotland. 
 Democratic contestant Barack Obama praised the "great contri-
butions" Scots-Americans have made to the United States. 
 Hillary Clinton offered her "congratulations" on Tartan Day's 10th 
anniversary. 
 "I want to extend my congratulations to the millions of Americans 
of Scottish descent during the 6 April celebration of National Tartan 
Day, which marks the anniversary of the Declaration of Arbroath,” 
she said. “On this day, we recognize the outstanding achievements 
and contributions made by Americans of Scottish descent who have 
played a prominent role in the founding of this country" 
 Their statements of support were released by the Scottish          
government. 
 The parade's Grand Marshall was New York Giants kicker, 
Lawrence Tynes, who was born in Greenock, Scotland. 
 "Having been born in Scotland as well as being a proud Amer-
ican, this parade has special meaning to me and I look forward to 
sharing a great day with everyone," Tynes said. 
 Also, Tynes sported a special 
sporran, reportedly made from the 
football used in the Giant’s 2008 
Super Bowl victory over the New 
England Patriots [17-14]. 
 The National Football League 
[NFL] commissioned Perth sporran 
maker, Marcus Eagleton, to design 
and make the sporran. 
 Also in attendance were Scottish  
First Minister Alex Salmond, Presiding Officer Alex Fergusson and 
several other Members of the Scottish Parliament [MSPs]. 
 Speaking before the event, Salmond said: "The Tartan Day 
Parade on Sixth Avenue is a great focal point of the celebrations and 
I will be delighted to represent the Scottish Government." 
 This year's parade drew participants from Scotland, the US, 
Switzerland, Canada and Pakistan. 
 Tartan Week included a free concert with MacTalla M� r, The Red 
Hot Chili Peppers and the Pentland Caledonian Pipes & Drums.  
 The parade was followed by a Post Parade Party, sponsored by 
the St. Andrew’s Society of New York City, featuring the Red Hot 
Chili Peppers and the Tartan Specials. Sponsors for the party 
included Belhaven Brewery and Brooklyn Brewery.

Though it was announced in January 2008 that 21 Glasgow post 
offices would close, Glasgow city council want to explore “innovative” 
options, including delivering services at places like libraries or taking 
over existing post offices. 
 Council leader Steven Purcell said he was “confident” that a 
solution would be found. 
 “We have to look at areas where there is a high concentration of 
elderly people, young families, or people without access to a car — 
local post offices are very important to them,” Purcell said. “I 
understand the financial pressures the network is under and I do not 
want to put any added burden on Glasgow taxpayers. 
 “That is why we have to be innovative about using existing … 
establishments and developing new centres in the areas affected.” 
 A total of 44 post offices in central Scotland and the west, plus 17 
in the Highlands, face closure as part of the UK-wide cutbacks. 
 The council’s findings will be sent to the minister for postal affairs;
