The rock band Kaiser Chiefs has been warming up for one of the biggest 
concerts of their career, by playing small venues in the Highlands. 
 The Yorkshire-based band played to a few hundred fans in the village of 
Strathpeffer on a Monday night in May, ahead of a gig at Elland Road Stadium 
in Leeds, England. They also played at the Oban Corran Halls in Argyll.  
 The Strathpeffer venue is a restored former tea dance pavilion in a quiet  
Highland village, which is more used to summer Scottish country dancing  
demonstrations in the square. 
 Kaiser keyboard player Nick 'Peanut' Baines said the band had a loyal fan-
base in Scotland, but wanted to reach out to the sort of fans who might not be 
able to make it to city gigs. 
 Strathpeffer Spa Pavilion manager Andrea Muir said it was actually a 
return to form for the venue, which had hosted Freddy and the Dreamers and 
the Bay City Rollers in the 1960s. 
 There is also a story of a nearby gig by the just-known Beatles in January 
1963 that was so poorly attended it closed early, leaving everyone - including 
the young Fab Four - to head to the Pavilion, where the Melotones were 
playing. 
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 A funeral for Celtic football legend Tommy Burns 
was held 20 May in the east end of Glasgow. Burns 
passed away from skin cancer 15 May. He was 51, and 
leaves behind his wife, Rosemary, and their children. 
 A Requiem Mass was held at St. Mary's Church in 
the Calton district of Glasgow, where Burns grew up.  
 Following the announcement of his death 15 May, 
the outside of Celtic Park had been turned into a shrine. 
 In a statement, Celtic management said: "The 
space limitations of St Mary's Church in Calton are such 
that very few Celtic supporters will be able to hear the 
Requiem Mass. Therefore, a public address system was  
set up to relay the service. 
 The funeral cortege made its way through Gallowgate and past the 
stadium before heading to Linn Cemetery. 
 Burns was a key member of the side that won the Scottish Premier 
Division championship and the Scottish Cup in the club’s centenary year. 
 Tommy Burns, midfielder for Celtic, was treated for skin cancer in 2006, 
but the disease returned earlier this year.

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  Kenny Richie's Soured Taste of Freedom  
by Justin Rowlatt, The One Show 
Kenny Richie wishes he was back in prison at 
times. 
 Not many people can say they have looked 
Death in the face and lived to tell the tale, but 
Richie can.  
 He was sentenced to death in America and 
spent over 21 years in prison, much of that time 
on Death Row.  
 Born in Scotland, Kenny moved to the 
States to live with his father in 1982, when he 
was 18. Two years later he was charged with 
the murder of Cynthia Collins, age 2, who died 
in a fire in the flat she shared with her mother.  
Choice of Death  
Kenny denied setting the fire but was found 
guilty anyway. 
 He became Prisoner No. 194764 on death row. At one point he was one 
hour away from execution and asked how he would like to die.  
 "Would you like to [have] lethal injection or the electric chair", he told me as 
we sat on the sofa of his mother's cramped Edinburgh flat, sipping strong tea.  
 … "I said neither", was his dead-pan reply.  
 Kenny continued to insist he was an innocent man. Even when he was 
offered a plea bargain that would have seen him released more than ten years 
ago, he refused to confess.  
'Flawed Prosecution'  
 "I'm not about to admit to something I didn't do," Kenny Richey told the 
BBC in 2000. "Not for anything."  
 And Kenny was innocent.  
 A BBC investigation in 2000 exposed crucial flaws in the prosecution case, 
adding more momentum to the campaign for his release. Nevertheless it took 
eight years before Kenny's appeal was successful. He was finally released 
from prison on 7 January 2008. Kenny Richie was one hour away from 
execution; the next day he flew back to his home in Scotland.  
 [Four months later] … if anything freedom has been even more difficult 
than captivity.  
 "I don't feel free," Kenny tells me, his hands shaking as he lights another 
cigarette. I feel like I'm still imprisoned - inside it's like I'm still in prison."  
 It is a familiar story.  
Difficult Freedom  
Other victims of miscarriages of justice have found it very difficult to adjust 
when they are finally released.  
 Paddy Hill was one of the so-called Birmingham Six, wrongfully accused of 
an IRA bomb attack in 1974. He was released 17 years ago and is still trying to 
come to terms with what happened to him. Paddy Hill now works for a charity 
which helps victims of miscarriages of justice. His charity, the Miscarriages of 
Justice Organization (MOJO), helps victims to seek medical help, counseling 
and to try and get them work.  
 The ONE Show arranged for him to meet Kenny to help him adjust to life 
outside. Their meeting is an emotional moment. They last spoke 10 years ago 
when Kenny was still on death row. 
 "I lost 21 and a half years of my life and I've got nothing to show for it," he 
says. "The world has left me behind."  
 He says back in Scotland he is lonely and has seriously contemplated 
suicide. He has even fantasized about going back to prison. It is a common 
phenomenon, according to Paddy.                   
 Paddy Hill says innocent people freed from jail need support. He says one 
of the biggest problems for victims of miscarriages of justice like Kenny is the 
lack of professional support. 
 The interview was aired on BBC One, on 8 April , 2008 at 1900 BST.  
The case through the years: 
�� Fire Investigator Dick Custer said that a 

photograph of the living room carpet showed 
an irregular burn pattern, which is often 
interpreted as evidence of a flammable liquid 
having been used as an accelerant.

  "This type of pattern is entirely consistent 
with a furniture fire ..." he said.

    "Cynthia was always playing with matches, or trying to," she said.

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“The Gathering” — Scotland’s Biggest Clan Gathering  in Scotland Since 1822 
£300,000 Pledged For Launch, With July 25-26 Event Set To Tie In With Burns Milestone 
Compiled from BBC-Scotland, Living Scotland and an article by Hamish MacDonell, Scottish Political Editor, Scotsman.com 
 The Scottish Government is promoting 2009, the 250th anniversary of the birth of Robert Burns, as the Year of Homecoming in an effort to attract 
people worldwide who have Scottish roots. Already more than 60 clans have said they want to take part, including Clan Donald, the world's largest 
clan. 
 The two-day event  —  slated for July 25-26 at Holyrood Park in Edinburgh  —  will be the first time since Sir Walter Scott's Royal Pageant in 
1822 that so many clans have assembled in the city. Many US-based clan organizations have already booked hotel rooms in Edinburg h, with 
VisitScotland and EventScotland estimating the overall economic impact of the event at around £5m across the country. The programme features 
the 2009 World Highland Games Heavy Events Championship and an International Gathering of Scottish Clans and Families. 
 All this is part of a wider year-long Homecoming Scotland campaign designed to persuade people with Scots heritage to return to Scotland, 
either on holiday or to live. 
 Three organizations - Edinburgh City Council, Scottish Enterprise Edinburgh and Lothian and EventScotland - have pledged £300,000 in financial 
support for The Gathering, the largest get-together of its kind in Scotland since 1822. Event organizers said that while the £300,000 would only meet 
a fifth of the expected £1.5 million cost, the financial and marketing support of the three partner organizations would go a long way towards making 
the event a success. The rest of the money will come from ticket sales and private enterprise.  
 More than 8,000 clan members and 30,000 visitors from around the world are expected to congregate for The Gathering, one of many events 
that year which will coincide with the 250th anniversary of the birth of Robert Burns.  
 As well as the traditional displays of piping, dancing, athletics and heavy events, featuring 2,000 competitors and performers, the games arena 
will play host to a food and drink fair. There will also be an exhibition allowing visitors to trace their ancestry, and a live music stage featuring leading 
contemporary and traditional bands.  
 The highlight of the Edinburgh programme will be a clan parade up the Royal Mile and historic Pageant of the Clans in the arena on the Castle 
Esplanade, the first time the clans will have gathered in such numbers in Edinburgh. VisitScotland and EventScotland estimate the overall economic 
impact of the event at around £5 million [over US$10,000,000, at the current exchange rate] across the country.  
 The event is being masterminded by Lord Sempill, Chief of the Name and Arms of Sempill and Vice Convenor of the Standing Council of 
Scottish Chiefs, who has joined forces with event organizer Jenny Gilmour. Lord Sempill will be travelling to Australia and the United States over the 
next few months to publicize the event.  
 "Not since Sir Walter Scott's Royal Pageant in 1822 have so many clans come together,” he said, “so The Gathering 2009 will be a meaningful 
historic, as well as cultural, event. Our clan tradition and cultural identity are very closely linked and, at a time when Scots are coming to terms with 
their identity, The Gathering is a fantastic opportunity to reinforce a very important part of our heritage and to celebrate its existence."  
 Dave Anderson, Senior Director of Operations for Scottish Enterprise Edinburgh and Lothian, said: "Ancestral tourism is a growing market 
globally and one in which Scotland has a key competitive advantage with its strong sense of heritage and tradition."  
BURNS AND GOLF WILL GATHER THEM IN 
THE Gathering of the clans in Holyrood Park is just one part of the Homecoming Scotland campaign that has been organized by VisitScotland, 
Scotland's tourist agency, to attract ex-pat Scots and people of Scots descent back to Scotland.  
 Organizers have based the campaign around five central themes: the home of Robert Burns, the home of the Enlightenment and innovation, the 
home of golf, the home of whisky, and the home of your ancestors.

 Docia was born August 3, 1926 in Bishop, Calif. To Orrin and Hildred Dunn. The family later 
moved to Oakdale and to Modesto  on Thanksgiving Day 1930.

MacLeod History 
Descended from the Norse kings of Man and the North Isles, the clan of MacLeod is comprised of two main branches, 
the MacLeods of Skye and the MacLeods of Lewis. The MacLeods of Skye established the seat at Dunvegan, which 
remains the chief's seat to this day. 
 The name of this branch of the MacLeod clan, "Siol Tormod", derives from Tormod, grandson of Olaf the Black, 
who founded the clan. Tormod's son supported Robert the Bruce in the War of Independence but, by and large, the 
MacLeods retained their own spirit of independence through the tortuous politics of fourteenth and fifteenth century 
Scotland. 
 The survival of the clan during the reign of King James V was due mainly to the 8th Chief of Dunvegan, Alasdair 
Crotach, or "Hump-Back" as he was known. It was during his chieftainship that the  
famous fairy tower of Dunvegan was built - now hailed as one of the finest monuments in the Hebrides. He was also 
renowned as a patron of the arts, encouraging such activity as piping and pibroch music. 

 Another notable chief, Ruaraidh Mor, the 15th Chief, continued the work of Alasdair Crotach and succeeded in establishing Dunvegan as the 
cultural centre of the isles. His name lives on in the shape of a great drinking horn which plays an integral part in the rite of passage of every MacLeod 
Chief. The horn, which holds one and a half bottles of claret, must be downed in one draft "without setting down or falling down". 
 One of the clan's most treasured relics is the Fairy Flag of Dunvegan. It is said to have 
been woven by fairies and to possess magical properties. It has been kept at Dunvegan for 
centuries and is said to bring luck and fortune to the Clan MacLeod. 
 
The Fairy Flag of the MacLeods 
The Fairy Flag of the MacLeods rests in the drawing room of Dunvegan Castle. It is tattered, made of 
faded brown silk and carefully darned in places. It’s origins are uncertain: In 1066, King Harald 
Hardrada of Norway set out to conquer England. He took with him the magic flag, "Land Ravager". 
This flag guaranteed victory to whoever possessed it. At the battle of Stamford Bridge, Harald 
Hardrada was killed and the flag vanished! The MacLeods of Dunvegan can trace their ancestry back 
to Harald, though how the Fairy Flag came to be in Dunvegan Castle on the Isle of Skye has never 
been revealed but it was said that a MacLeod received it when he was in the Holy Land on a Crusade 
 Legend says that should the MacLeods be in peril in battle they can unfurl the Fairy Flag and they 
will then be invincible, but only three times, and it has been used twice in the past. In 1490, against 
the MacDonalds. The second time was at Waternish in 1520, again against the MacDonalds, of the 
Clanranald branch, even though the MacLeods were hopelessly outnumbered. During the Second 
World War many young clansmen carried a photograph of the flag as a lucky charm. Unfortunately 
the flag did not quite work when Dunvegan Castle was seriously damaged by fire in 1938, but without 
the Fairy Flag maybe the Castle would have been completely destroyed.
